70th Birthday Celebrations for Citizens Advice Bureaux 4th September, 2009
Volunteers and staff at Sutton Borough Citizens Advice Bureaux marked their 70th anniversary by aiming to “ecotravel” 70 miles into work.  In fact they far exceeded their target and managed a fantastic 120 miles.  They were rewarded on the day with donuts and CAB trolley tokens and with a celebration luncheon, prepared by three of the volunteers, on the following Tuesday.  During Advice Week, which this year begins 12th October the service will continue to mark the anniversary by supporting a local campaign to help reduce domestic violence.”
 
200 CABx first opened their doors on 4th September 1939, the day after the start of the Second World War.  Initial enquiries related to dealing with bomb damage, loss of housing and the why’s and wherefors of rationing.  The organisation has, however, responded to changing demands for advice through the decades.  Currently the highest number of enquiries relate to debt, with benefits, employment and housing issues following closely behind.  CABx continue to make a significant economic contribution to the local community with Sutton CABx raising nearly £4,000,000 for its clients in 2008/2009 and training over 60 volunteers, many of whom were able to use the training and work experience to get back into paid work.
